Fees

Teams 

We have two teams in the league and Knockout Cup this year, Welwyn,  and Hatfield. Lynne is Captain of Welwyn  (welwyn.captain@whvc.org.uk) and Bob is Captain of Hatfield  (hatfield.captain@whvc.org.uk). We have to specify to 

HVA a list of people for each team (who are then officially NOT allowed  to play for the other) and Lynne & Bob will meet in the next couple of  weeksto define a minimum split of 6-8 people per team (from 2004/05  membership) to be listed. All other members will then "float" and be  available to play for either team. WE STRESS THAT THIS DOES NOT  MEAN EACH OF THOSE 6-8 PLAYERS ARE THE TOP TEAM  PLAYERS, everybody will get the chance to play in 

matches depending on their ability and availability and the listed  members are to fulfill our league requirements.
