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= In the middle of Brentwood town centre you will find a double mini-roundabout at Wilsons' Corner.
= Take the A128 towards Ongar and at the 2™ mini-roundabout take the right fork into Doddinghurst Road.
= Follow this road for approximately 800 metres and the Brentwood Centre is on the right.

NB The Brentwood Centre cannot be reached directly from the A12.

3. HANDICAP SYSTEM:-

· Each team will be given a points handicap before their first match.

· This will be based upon the average age and gender of the whole team.

· When they play each other, Team ‘B’ will have a 14 – 0 (17-3) advantage at the start.

4. TIME OUTS:-
· 2 times outs per team per match.

· No time outs allowed within the last 5 minutes. 

5. SCORING:-
· Will be continuous throughout the 20 minutes.

· 5 league points for a win.

· 3 league points for a draw.

· 2 league points for a loss providing the team equals, or betters, 50% of the winning team’s total.
